In the midst of a surge of mass sociopolitical movements, like #MeToo or
Black Lives Matter, and the age of social media ‘wokeness’ Vienna A!

Week’s annual theme of Challenging Orders deliberately finds itself in the
bullseye of contempora#y relevancy. Questioning and critiquing the status
quo is not just a social matter, but an a!istic one as well. Indeed, with this
18th edition of the Vienna A! Week, director Robe! Punkenhofer and co-

curator Julia Ha!mann made it their mission to enlist and highlight a!ists
who defy the “dominant ‘ism’” through introducing “new a! styles by using

nontraditional materials (…) and implemented elements that had
previously been regarded as inappropriate.”

To kickstart the event, we were invited to the opening of the
House of Challenging Orders, which I was told on the taxi ride
there was being held in a condemned 1970s office building. Upon
arrival, the theme of challenge was clear. As Punkenhofer further
confirmed, the building now housing an array of contemporary
artists was to be torn down a week from now, already showing
signs of detriment with holes indented around the walls of the
three floors. Not only was this space challenging the idea of ‘the
white cube,’ a preconceived and socially-accepted art exhibition
or gallery setting, it also meant the artists were given total
freedom to express their creativity in their ‘office.’ Engravings and
writing on the walls, splattered paint on the floors and even
bacteria-growing in one room, the artists evidently were shown
the green flag to showcase their work to its fullest extent, a
privilege not offered by conventional art spaces.

Receiving an immersive tour by Hartmann, who showed us the
works of the Guerrilla Girls – a feminist art group which exposes
the place, or rather the exclusion, of female artists in the art
world plastered and projected across several floors, and
Christiane Peschek’s Boys Like Me, a series of self-portraits
printed of polar fleece questioning fixed ideas of identity, we run
into several artists still tirelessly working on their projects,
rushing to complete them before the official start of the night.

Around 7:30 pm officially kickstarts the event, with speeches
made by the director and co-curator, seamlessly preceding the
first performance of the night by Roberta Lima. A fully nude
model appears, as if she had always been there, before kneeling
in front of the crowd of attendees and applying red and black
paint all over her body. She then stands up and walks through
the building, whilst leaving traces of the paint on the plastered
walls, and into Lima’s dedicated artist space which holds her Céu
e Terra installation, featuring a suspended cloth, cables and
strands of wheat hanging through the ceiling, all stained with
red and black paint. The crowd follows the model into the room,
watching her with various expressions of shock, discomfort,
astonishment, amazement and even confusion while she exerts
different poses in the centre of the room. After a long moment of
silence and standstill, a moment in which most of us were
questioning the proper etiquette of performance art, a swift
“thank you” signals the crowd the performance is over.

Alongside the House of Challenging orders, Vienna Art Week
enlisted various artists to showcase their work in established art
residency houses and open studios. Of these included a special
tour of the historic Secession building, an embodiment of
defiance built in 1898 and conceptualised by artist Gustav Klimt
and his close circle of friends, who withdrew from the
Künstlerhaus group of Viennese artists two years prior to focus
on more progressive art. Whilst the outside of the building
clashes with its traditional Viennese contemporaries, notably the
impressive golden dome found atop of the controversial building,
the inside reflects this idea of challenge, currently housing works
by Swiss artist Jean-Frédéric Schnyder. This exhibition showcases
an amalgamation of paintings created over forty years, organised
by size – starting with pieces as small as A4 til larger-scale works
– an unconventional system, opposing the usual chronological
order. The unconventionality continues into the art work, of
course, as Schnyder seamlessly brings together ‘classical’ and
traditionally accepted perception of arts, such as Biblical images
of saints, with artistic ‘mistakes,’ such as covering those very
faces with messy, childlike smiling faces. For Schnyder the
process and the result are not separate entities. In fact the
process becomes the result and his ‘mistakes’ are celebrated and
incorporated into his art.

Next up, we headed to the Das Weisse Haus (translating to ‘the
white house’), which offers residencies for local and international
artists as well as curators and critics. Welcoming us into the
entrance of the, indeed, white building, was the unfinished work
of Ana de Almeida, a Lisbon-born Vienna-based artist.
Showcasing her work mere days before the official opening of the
And So On exhibition curated by Kathy Cho which features an
array of artists, de Almeida presented her piece Flying Dogs.
Composed of motif-decorated tiles, de Almeida turns to the
history of Das Weisse Haus, which was once a female teacher’s
training college from 1885 til 1962. Playing with the term ‘Flying
Dogs,’ the motif found on these tiles and a nickname for female
teachers in an age where teaching was the only professional
option available to many women, the artist creates a ‘living
archive’ of feminist history as she invites us to explore and
compare the dogma of post-world war feminism to today’s
current discourse, and question the role of gender in a
professional setting.

Located in the middle of Vienna’s artistic museum quarters is the
Q21 artists-in-residence exhibition space, which housed artists
from all walks of life, younger and older, physical and digital,
visual and audio. The artistic viewpoints were diverse, to say the
least. Photographs of modern-day witches by Jennifer Loeber, a
human interpretation of a bird’s songs by Rebecca Chesney and
Lubaina Himid, or a robotic system made out of Spam tin cans
by Neil Mendoza all called out an issue which pressed the artists,
from the 2016 United States presidential election of Donald
Trump to the non-agency of cattle being born and raised into the
meat industry. A reparative nature was at the core of the Q21
artists, mending the wrongdoings of human action.

Last on our tour of open studios was an old tire company turned
art studio currently housing Iranian artist Soli Kiani. Kiani tells
us she has just come back from a trip just outside of Vienna late
last night, and has spent the day setting up her studio for
visitors, which is usually much messier and crowded with tools
and equipment. In the wake of Iran’s civil protest triggered by the
death of 22 year old Mahsa Amini, Kiani’s work felt more
relevant than ever, exposing an ongoing issue which her native
land has been facing since the Islamic Revolution of the late 70s.
Amongst the work displayed was a series of images pertaining to
her 2=1 series, in which three black and white photographs are
placed next to one another, depicting the lower half of dancers
wearing a long skirt, two of which were women and one a man.
As Kiani explains “the legal code in Iran stipulates that a woman
is always only worth half as much as a man,” such as through
court statements or inheritance laws. Scattered across her
studios, on the floor or attached to a pole, was a series of
sculptures made out of rope, the same rope used for public
executions. If her stand-alone work was breath taking on its own,
the explanation behind those pieces left us speechless, in awe of
the dire situation women face daily in Iran.

Feminist takes, questioning gender norms and turning to
unconventional materials leaves hope for current and future
artists to stand their ground with conviction, calling out issues
each are currently facing in a world of flawed politics. All in all,
the theme of Challenging Orders offers not only great art, but an
opportunity to open up conversations and debates, and is always
questioning society’s operating systems. Running until November
25, Vienna Art Week is an event not to be missed.

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A Red Blouse as a Glimpse of a World Looking Forward
Vienna Art Week 2022
24–11–2022

Our editor-at-large, Sonja Borstner, traces projects not to miss during Vienna Art Week 2022

This year’s edition of Vienna Art Week is focused on challenging orders – from political, social, cultural and economic
standards to the art canon’s “-isms” and the role of art institutions in general. This approach might be ambitious but all the
more relevant in the capital of a country brimming with art historical baggage that still considers itself an empire (“Reich”) –
at least in its German version. Engulfing passengers with the world famous Donauwalzer by Johann Sebastian Bach when
landing in Vienna with Austria’s former state-owned airline, the city continues to re-animate an image of itself that is
oriented more towards the past than to the present. In this very space, revealing what lies below it’s acclaimed décor and
backdrops appears to be a particularly crucial task.

Artists have always had an affiliation for scrutinizing precisely this “underneath” through progressive agendas that have
challenged acclaimed norms, traditions and commonplaces in their respective generations and times of actions. In Vienna, for
instance, a group of artists around Gustav Klimt founded The Association of Visual Artists Vienna Secession in 1897 with
the aim of interrupting norms of the time and building new spaces to exhibit progressive tendencies. With an artist-led board
that develops their exhibition programme in a collective democratic process, this institution appears to be one of the most
important contenders of what writer, social activist and filmmaker Naomi Klein describes as “toxic nostalgia”. For instance,
the newly commissioned video work What the Owl Knows (2022) by The Otolith Group – which developed in
collaboration with painter and writer Lynette Yiadom-Boakye and is currently on view at Secession – seeks to “frustrate the
demand from institutions for biographical explanation.” (1)

Institutional critique is also at the core of the work of The Guerilla Girls – a seminal artist group from New York who show
some of their works (such as The Art of Behaving Badly, 1985–2022) at the main exhibition of Vienna Art Week (The
House of Challenging Orders). Their famous poster from 1988 The Advantages Of Being A Woman has influenced many
generations of artists including Sanja Iveković. The artist and filmmaker, whose work heavily confronts issues of gender
norms and politics, is currently on view at Kunsthalle Vienna with the comprehensive retrospective „Works of Heart (1974–
2022)“.

Draped in a red blouse – resembling the colour of crumbled papers (Report on Gender-based Violence Against Women
Refugees in Austria, 2022) scattered across the floor in Works of Heart – which I selected from a conical pile of clothes
to take away towards the end of the exhibition, I continued the course through the city’s multiple art spaces. With this colour
at heart, many more works of today’s generation of artists, who embody similar potentials of disruption that not only
challenge norms but also the location they are situated in, can be encountered in the city. However, most of them aren’t to
be found on the familiar routes but during Vienna’s freezing November nights at the Museumsquartier (using a 2€-coin for a
vending machine to receive Miriam Stoney’s beautiful publication Because you remind me of you, 2022); or by climbing up
the Artists-in-Residence studios in the same areal (to meet the works by TJ Cuthand or Neil Mendoza’s writing spam
cans); or by wandering through the maze of abandoned offices in a soon to be demolished building (The House of
Challenging Orders); or by finding the way to a nomadic platform (das weisse haus) inhabiting unused places as long as they
last (and to hear from artist Ana de Almeida about the flying dogs in the Austrian feminist magazine Dokumente der Frauen
from 1899–1902).

Living in a time where the state of crisis seems to have become another norm, it is the reverberation between these artists’
works which so insistingly remind me that while it might be tempting to linger in yesterday’s nostalgia – especially if
tomorrow’s outcome is rather grim and unclear – the sole focus on the past might be the ruin of our future. I’ll be taking the
red blouse as a glimpse of a world looking forward with me and keep on searching for the spaces that broaden its view.

La mayoría de quienes visitan Viena persiguen, de forma más o menos activa, un imaginario

compuesto de esplendores barrocos, crinolinas girando a ritmo de vals, tartas de

chocolate con relleno de mermelada y, si acaso, el erotismo secesionista de un Klimt, un

Schiele, quizá un Kokoschka. También es cierto que una visita al Kunsthistorisches

Museum, el Museo de Historia del Arte, que acoge la sublime colección amasada a lo largo de

los siglos por los Habsburgo, basta para justificar el viaje.

Cuando en realidad la escena creativa de la ciudad, que se renovó en la segunda mitad del

siglo XX gracias a grupos tan extremos y poco complacientes –cada uno a su manera- como

el accionismo vienés o la escuela vienesa de realismo fantástico, ha dado lugar a artistas

recientes de tanto peso internacional como Franz West, Maria Lassnig, Gottfried

Helnwein y Erwin Wurm.

Volviendo a los Habsburgo, hay que aclarar que, además de al arte, eran grandes

aficionados a los caballos. Tanto que en el siglo XVIII contrataron al mejor arquitecto de

Austria, Johann Bernhard Fischer von Erlach (autor de la iglesia de San Carlos Borromeo,

hoy uno de los monumentos más visitados de la ciudad) para que diseñara las caballerizas

reales, cercanas al palacio imperial de Hofburg. Esos establos, diseñados en un lujoso estilo

barroco, conforman hoy el MuseumsQuartier o Barrio de los Museos, que, con su

superficie de 90.000 metros cuadrados distribuidos por distintos edificios, pabellones,

patios y pasajes, es el mayor centro cultural de la capital austriaca.

Inaugurado en 2001, el MQ incorporó a las antiguas construcciones dos edificios de

nueva planta diseñados por el estudio de arquitectos Ortner & Ortner, donde tienen sus

sedes el museo de arte contemporáneo Mumok y el Leopold Museum. Este último exhibe la

impresionante colección de la pareja de médicos Rudolf y Elisabeth Leopold, incluyendo

el mayor conjunto de obras de Egon Schiele del mundo, junto a otras grandes piezas

como Muerte y VidaMuerte y Vida de Klimt, pintura que el pasado 15 de noviembre se incorporó a la

creciente lista de obras de arte atacadas por activistas contra el cambio climático, sin

mayores consecuencias gracias a un cristal protector.

Además de estas, el MQ incorpora otras instituciones como el Museo de Arquitectura de

Viena, el Kunsthalle (dedicado a las expresiones artísticas más actuales) o el espacio creativo

Q21, que organiza residencias para creadores, entre otras actividades. Tras unos inicios algo

titubeantes, el MuseumsQuartier se ha convertido en un lugar popular y siempre

habitado, punto de encuentro para ciudadanos de todas las edades con un interés común por

la cultura y el intercambio social.

Otra importante institución que contribuye a este dinamismo es Das Weisse Haus (“La casa

blanca”), una plataforma multidisciplinar para apoyar el arte contemporáneo en Viena, con

un espacio expositivo físico y otro digital (dwhX), además de un programa de residencias

propio.

También destaca un conjunto muy consistente de galerías privadas de arte

contemporáneo, que se concentran mayoritariamente en el casco antiguo y las calles

Eschenbachgasse y Schleifmühlgasse, que suelen coordinarse para celebrar sus

inauguraciones. Algunas, como Galerie Krinzinger (creada hace 41 años por la veterana

Ursula Krinzinger, ya una institución en sí misma) o Galerie nächst St. Stephan Rosemarie

Schwarzwälder, han participado con regularidad en ARCO, además de en otras grandes

ferias de arte mundiales como Art Cologne o las distintas ediciones de Art Basel.

Cada año desde hace dieciocho, estos y otras instituciones vienesas pertenecientes a la

asociación Art Cluster unen fuerzas para organizar el festival Vienna Art Week, cuya

última edición ha tenido lugar entre el 18 y el 25 de noviembre, bajo el lema Challenging

Orders (“Desafiando órdenes”), con epicentro en una gran exposición colectiva en un viejo

edificio de oficinas que va a ser derribado a finales de este año. Entre los 40 artistas

seleccionados estaban el colectivo feminista Guerrilla Girls y Roberta Lima, que realizó en

la inauguración una llamativa performance en la que embadurnaba su cuerpo desnudo de

pintura roja y negra para después recorrer el edificio dejando rastro de su paso por las

paredes y suelos. Inauguraciones y visitas a estudios de artistas completan el amplio

programa.

Pero, para sorpresa de muchos, la ciudad siempre presenta una sustanciosa oferta de arte

moderno y contemporáneo. Estas son algunas de las exposiciones que pueden verse ahora

en una Viena sin Sissi, una Viena que se niega a convertirse en una imagen congelada de sus

decadentes boatos decimonónicos.

SECESSION

El icónico pabellón de la Secesión de Viena realizado por el arquitecto Joseph Maria

Olbrich entre 1897 y 1898 acaba de inaugurar tres magníficas exposiciones (hasta el 5 de

febrero de 2023). Una está dedicada al pintor suizo Jean-Frédéric Schnyder, un

descubrimiento para muchos a pesar de su edad (nació en Basilea en 1945), y de una

carrera que incluye participaciones en la documenta de Kassel o la Bienal de Venecia. A lo

largo de cuatro décadas, su obra mezcla referencias a la historia del arte –de Millais a Van

Gogh– con la cultura popular, una aproximación reflexiva e irónica a los géneros clásicos

como el paisaje, el bodegón o el retrato y un kitsch deliberado.

Basquiat (hasta el 8 de enero), que reúne medio centenar de piezas del pintor norteamericano

con un enfoque exhaustivo y didáctico. Pero tampoco conviene perderse otra muestra

doble, dedicada a dos colectivos artísticos contemporáneos austriacos, Hauenschild

Ritter y Muntean/Rosenblum, que han hecho de la figuración su apuesta de forma expresiva.

En ambos caso, la perfección técnica y el cuidado plástico de su obra no opacan un

sofisticado programa conceptual (hasta el 15 de enero).

MUMOK

Mixed up with Others before We Even Begin (“Mezclados con los otros incluso antes de empezar”)

es el nombre de una exposición colectiva comisariada por Franz Thalmair, que reúne los

discursos poscoloniales, feministas y queerqueer más en boga en la creación actual gracias a los

artistas Leilah Babirye, Mariana Castillo Deball, Nilbar Güreş, Nicolás Lamas, y los

colectivos Anetta Mona Chişa & Lucia Tkáčová y Slavs and Tatars (hasta el 10 de abril de

2023).

KUNSTHALLE WIEN

De entre las exposiciones actuales destaca Sanja IvekoviSanja Iveković. Works of Heart (1974–2022). Works of Heart (1974–2022),

(hasta el 12 de marzo de 2023), retrospectiva de esta fotógrafa croata cercana al

activismo feminista, cuya obra presenta un intenso contenido político. Su forma de abordar

las cuestiones de género ha influido de forma decisiva en las generaciones posteriores. Se

GALERIE KRINZINGER

El veterano pintor abstracto chino Zhang Wei (hasta el 14 de enero de 2023), el trabajo

conceptual y escultórico de creadora turco-alemana Nevin Aladağ (hasta el 10 de diciembre)

y la figuración del alemán Erik Schmidt (hasta el 14 de enero de 2023) conforman el

programa actual de esta galería en sus sedes de Seilerstätte 16 y Schottenfeldgasse 45.

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Vienna Art Week 2022 /
CHALLENGING ORDERS

For the 18th consecutive year, Vienna’s reputation as a city of art was successfully brought to the

forefront by the VIENNA ART WEEK. This year’s theme was “CHALLENGING ORDERS” and it

encouraged artists to rethink the social and political status quo as well as existing norms and orders

in their artistic practices, by challenging and replacing existing canons, criticizing institutions, or

rethinking the status quo in terms of social norms and orders and more. As curators Robert

Punkenhofer and Julia Hartmann stated: “The festival’s motto  Challenging Orders – opens a

multiperspectival discourse on the departure from the political, social, cultural, economic, aesthetic,

and personal status quo”. A very timely theme that opens up a universe of introspective possibilities

not just regarding the art scene and the state of art, but also about our position as human beings,

our life in society, the environment and the planet we inhabit. A theme that proves once again to be

in line with the very spirit of the magnificent city of Vienna, a magical place that, strong in its

important history and tradition, has always breathed the same vocation and propensity for the

contemporary and has never shied away from challenging art and ideas in a hybrid cultural cohesion

and a visual education that has always welcomed even the most controversial forms of art and

thought.

The human being has an innate inclination to order – to catalog, classify, label anything, from the

books on a shelf to the different tasks that are part of our daily schedule, to the objects placed on

the top of a desk, even to put us as human beings in a category, our role in society and so omitting.

Using the word “system” to indicate any portion of a material space, entropy, basically, represents

the “degree of disorder” of said system. So: if the “disorder” increases we will have an increase in

entropy as well, vice versa a decrease in “disorder” will result in a decrease in entropy itself. We tend

to “put in order”!, to control Or rather, we try to reduce entropy! In information theory, entropy is

intended as a measure of predictability of a “communication”, or indicates that a “message” is open

to a plurality of unknown possible implications and interpretations making it difficult and not

immediate to understand. If order is questioned therefore, the greater the disorder will be before

eventual clarity – and, the greater the resulting disorder will be, the less informations will be

available on the unknown in the making. So how can we immediately catalogue a change? How can

we immediately label, identify and order a transformation? Starting from this premise, it’s easy to see

how the reason why challenging orders can be a frightening act for today’s society. Nature, on the

other hand, seems to follow a diametrically opposite pattern around challenge and risk: the wind and

rain that crumble the rocks, reducing them to grains of sand, the earthquakes that destroy buildings

are all events that obviously lead to an increase in entropy but are eventually regenerative

processes leading to new forms of balance. So, does nature tend to chaos and disorder while we

work to achieve order and precision? In reality, things are not quite like that. A radical perspective

change is always needed in order to approach the analysis of concepts that escape any attempt at

observation that is conditioned by self-referential criteria. The indispensable prerequisite is the

conscious acceptance of the limits deriving from the intrinsic imperfection of the human being.

Then, it becomes possible to understand that the disorder, to which the inevitable triumph of

entropy seems to lead us, is in reality a sublime order of infinite degree that simply transcends our

ability to understand. The myth of novelty and change, as often pursued in the past, has died. When

there’s a feeling of losing control the human being is lost and tries to fight chaos by silencing it to

ensure tranquility, familiarity, and physical and psychological stability. But what remains of this is the

amusement that comes from an accumulation of static experiences and a conscience that is filled

with educated quotes, which serves as a sterile setting of a lot of art of our time and implicitly is

also a side effect that influences its access and the fruition of modern media which empowers – and

guilty deforms – collective and individual memory. The innovative potential of art in the struggle

against prevailing structures through creative strategies is therefore as much a topic of this

year’s VIENNA ART WEEK as the general examination of social and cultural movements that

challenge long-standing principles of order. The passive acceptance and categorization of reality

takes place to achieve, through an elaborate analysis and synthesis process, a sort of measurement

of the degree of disorder on the basis of which we define an acceptable equilibrium. But this

inevitably leads only to a stagnant calm and there is no evolution, there is no creativity in that. We

always must challenge orders, act more like nature and never forget that we are part of it. As time

progressed, several artistic movements succeeded one another and reimagined the past. Long-

standing concepts and practices were dismantled when a single period of dominance grew too

ingrained; challenging orders and embracing change has always been the key to evolution in art,

society, and every aspect that permeates our existence. Excitedly, artists produced new art forms,

which usually resulted in new significant studies and introspection of the times, this is what artists

have been invited to do in this edition of Vienna Art Week – and this is not only about art anymore or

it is very much about it as what art talks about and ultimately investigates – is – life,  that’s the

reason why art is able to provide in advance the means we need to have a more accurate view of

the reality that surrounds us; and it is certain that in this edition of Vienna art week, viewers will be

able to find more than one starting point for reflection on this front.

Q21 / MuseumsQuartier Wien
Q21, at Vienna’s Museums Quartier, takes up an area that is around 7000 square meters in size. At

its core, this idea revolves primarily on the concept of “creation.” Q21 in fact houses a variety of

cultural organizations, groups, agencies, and editorial offices. This creative area adds a new

dimension of “creativity” to what is already one of the most significant art and cultural districts in the

world. In 2002, parallel with the launch of Q21, an artist-in-residence program was initiated in the

city of Vienna. As part of this initiative, visiting artists from across the world are given the

opportunity to research and create their work in Vienna.

Secession 
Jean-Frédéric Schnyder on view until 05.02.2023

In his exhibition at the Secession, Swiss painter Jean-Frédéric Schnyder displays work spanning

almost four decades 19832021. Schnyder has been producing artwork since the late 1960s, and

his body of work includes paintings, photography, sculptures, objects, and installations. His

fundamental openness as an artist has led to a wide range of styles and subjects throughout his

oeuvre. When examining Schnyder’s oeuvre as a painter from the 1970s forward, however, one finds

a startling continuity alongside breaks. Schnyder bases his selection of themes and motifs on

preexisting and established practices, and then plays them through in a manner that is both

consistent and skillful. For example, still life, nudity, and landscape are the three motifs that appear

the most frequently in art history, but his works maintain a very diverse range of stylistic

approaches. It depicts views of humanly produced, self-made environment rather than sustaining

the idealized paradigm of Swiss Alpine imagery, such as when motorways and roads appear in the

forefront of the picture. The artist creates works in his studio that combine abstract and

representational themes and techniques. He uses a pixel system that is reminiscent of both an early

digital aesthetic and the color field painting that was popular at the turn of the 20th century for a

series of flower paintings, which is another timeless subject matter. Schnyder’s sculptural works are

often made from commonplace items and scraps of material. For instance, the work Empire State

Building, which was created in 1971, is made out of Lego bricks, chewing gum, and a light source

that is concealed within. Banana) boxes that were once used as moving cartons may also be

recycled, particularly the areas of the box that have handles that have been punched out to a

regular pattern. The artist painstakingly creates new items by adhering them together with brown

paper tape, such as the piece Durchbrochen 2015 that is shown in the exhibition. The second

piece in the show is titled “Kafig 2008,” and it is a hollow chamber constructed from the branches

of a hazelnut tree.

In collaboration with Vienna Art Week, Das weisse haus presents Ana de Almeida’s work in the group

exhibition, “and so on” organized by Kathy Cho. The artists of the exhibition provide guidance

towards ways of moving through personal and cultural bereavement rooted in the loss of

relationships and knowledge that is inevitable. “And so on” considers sites of loss as a space for

creation, immeasurable to producing living archives. For the exhibition, Ana de Almeida focuses on

her in-depth research into the architecture of das weisse haus’ current location and the former uses

of the building, particularly when it was a female Teacher’s Training College 18851962. The motif

on the tiles in her installation, of the ‘Flying Dogs’ or ‘Fliegende Hunde’, as the work is named, was a

colloquial term that referred to the women who attended the Teacher’s Training College. The

students had to work unpaid for a mandatory two years between finishing their studies and starting

their official position as teachers. The juxtaposition of industrial materials in the das weisse haus

space highlights de Almeida’s ongoing interest in intertwining the immateriality of gendered labor

with attempts to materialize a glitching modernism.

La visita al Mumok

House of Challenging orders
Un edi^cio d’ugci convertito in spazio espositivo per una settimana, fra l’altro in via di demolizione, è stato scelto come sede per
la House of Challenging Orders il cuore di questa edizione dell’Art Week viennese.

Das Weisse Haus è ad esempio una piattaforma collaborativa
che offre residenze per artisti locali e internazionali, curatori/teorici e critici, punta sull’intersezione di professionisti di diverse
nazionalità e sulla multidisciplinarietà. Vuole favorire un ambiente in cui le idee possano ruire e incontrarsi, costruendo una rete
cosmopolita. Ospita alcuni studi d’artista, attualmente in residenza  Ryts Monet nome d’arte per Enricomaria De Napoli (Bari,
1982) che attualmente sta lavorando sulla lingua arti^ciale dell’Esperanto, Julia Gaisbacher, Lavinia Lanner, Willem de Haan,
Hyeji Nam. 

Ma soprattutto da non perdere l’occasione di visitare una delle gemme dell’Art Cluster viennese: non c’è che l’imbarazzo della
scelta! L’Academy of Fine Arts Vienna, l’Albertina con dipinti di Gustav Klimt, Egon Schiele, con le opere d’arte applicata di
Koloman Moser e Josef Hoffmann, l’Albertina modern, Il Belvedere & il Belvedere 21, il Leopold Museum (che conserva opere di
Schiele e dei maggiori maestri espressionisti, tra i quali Kirchner e Kokoschka). Imperdibile il Kunsthistorisches Museum Wien
dove fra l’altro ^no all’8 gennaio potete trovare l’esposizione Idols & Rivals che si focalizza sulla competizione tra artisti,
dall’antichità ellenica attraversando Rinascimento e Barocco. Un esempio di queste s^de tra fuoriclasse? Brunelleschi e Ghiberti,
Leonardo e Michelangelo, Michelangelo e Rubens, Rubens e Van Dyck, Lavinia Fontana e Sofonisba Anguissola… non perdete
l’occasione di scoprire le splendide opere di pittura ivi conservato o di soffermarvi qualche minuto di fronte a uno dei capolavori
dell’arte applicata di tutti i tempi…la saliera di Benvenuto Cellini.

Challenging Orders
Vienna Art Week invited artists to challenge existing normschallenge existing norms and

order in a variety of ways — by challenging and replacing existing

canons, by rethinking the social and political status quo, or by

criticizing the institutions. 

"The festival's motto, "Challenging Orders," opens a multiperspectival

discourse on the departure from the political, social, cultural,

economic, aesthetic, and personal status quo," said curators JuliaJulia

Hartmann and Robert PunkenhoferHartmann and Robert Punkenhofer.

As they further explain in the curatorial statement, throughout art
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history, movements and styles changed whenever the dominant one

was perceived as too static and overbearing. 

"Artists enthusiastically introduced new art styles by using

nontraditional materials such as industrial or everyday materials,

light, body fluids, or soil, and implemented elements that had

previously been regarded as inappropriate, such as the body, kinetic

effects, chance, co-authorship – or no material at all."

Drawing from art history, they highlighted examples such as

Duchamp's ready-mades that signaled a paradigmatic shift in art

production and perception. The provocations followed, with artworks

created by Andreas Serrano, Adrian Piper, and Ulrike TrugerUlrike Truger,

disturbing the academic canon and expanding traditional definitions

of art. 

At the same time, as the curators explain, art institutions art institutions and

museums underwent a change, with women artists creating their

own associations and artists breaking away from the art

establishment. The fight against patriarchal, heteronormative, and

aesthetic rules continues. 

"Who makes the decisions, tastes and views in the art world, and

how do artists seek to diversify their norms and values?" ask the

curators in conclusion. The changes initiated by artists not just

disrupt art norms and canons but can have a lasting effect on other

social and cultural aspects. 

"!e innovative potential of art in the struggle
against prevailing structures through creative
strategies is therefore as much a topic of this
year's VIENNA ART WEEK as the general

that challenge long-standing principles of order."
